• Basic food preparation including sandwich filling and wrapping, preparation of vegetables 

(fresh and frozen), home bake products and snacks 

• Setting out food/snacks and beverages displays, including where appropriate replenishing 

vending machines 

• Assist with Food deliveries, storage and management of food and stocks as required 

• To maintain and update daily monitoring records including temperature charts for fridges, 

freezers and store rooms, routine probe tests for hot and cold foods and food sampling 

where appropriate 

• Clean up spillages on tables and floors and clear food trays and cutlery away in line with 

school procedures
